How To Assemble and Install Blast Cabinet

For Starters:

1) Open cabinet lid and remove dust colection system and electrical package from the inside of cabinet,
2} Open electrical package. Remove all parts for easy identification. Electrical package includes:
Light assembly, electrical assembly bag, manual, and quality control sheet

Electrical Assembly Installation:

1) Remove electrical assembly and assembly bag. Follow instructions for installing the electrical assembly.
2) Make sure cabinet IS NOT PLUGGED INTO ELECTRIC SUPPLY WHEN INSTALLING OR REPLACING LIGHT BULBS!

Open cabinet, reach in and screw one max 70 walt rough service lamp into socket located just inside the
cabinet.

Foot Pedal Installation:

1) Remove foot pedal from electrical package. Thread the hose from the foot pedal into the 1{4" hpt port on
the mounted hose into valve as this will cause the valve to not function ETH perly. Attach fit f“:'“'l your air
compressar to the open port on the foot pedal assembly. This is 1/4" NPT and thread sealant Is suggested.

Once assembled, place pedal on floor under cabinet.

Air Connection:

1) Attach the hose fitting and hose from your compressor into the 1/4" npt port on the safety valve mounted on
the left hand side of cabinet. A thread sealant is suggested. Do not over tighten hose into valve as this
will cause the valve to not function properly. Alr pressure should be between 70 & 90 PSL

Dust Collection System:

i) Assemble the dust collection system according to manufacturers directions. The dust system hose should fit
into the 2 1/4" hole found on the upper left hand side of blast unit. It just slides in-no holding device. Plug
cabinet into a grounded outlet. The blast cabinet has a 3 pronged grounded plug to guard against electric
shock. If only 2 pronged receptacle is available, a ground adapter can be used. Make sure the green lead
from the adapter is propetly attached to a grounded wire system.  If any extension cords are used, be sure

thay are in good condition.
Mote: The Canadian Electrical Code prohibits the use of 3 pronged adapters.

Final Notes:

1) Pour dry blast media through the metal screen on the inside of cabinet into the blast hopper. We suggest
10-20 Ibs. of blast material. Use of anything liguid or metal is nol suggested. This system is not equipped to

operate with soda blast material.
2) Place part to be blasted on work grate inside cabinet.
3) Close lid and latch. Make sure door is closed and latched as well.
4) Turn switch on, this will operate the light and the dust collection system.
5) Place hands into gloves. Hold onto the blast gun assembly.
6 ) Depress foot pedal. It may take several seconds until the blast media will come out the nozzle end.
