THEORY OF OPERATION

Your Trinco Dry-blasting Cabinet is designed to work in
conjunction with an air compressor and works in theory

by the Venturi principle. During operation, the foot

pedal is depressed which allows the foot valve to open up.
Air from the compressor then passes through this valve
and moves up through the air hose into the air jet
assembly, located between the air hose and the hand-held
gun. The abrasive is then propelled out of the nozzle by
the air and blasted onto the desired part. The higher the air
pressure, the faster the flow of abrasive. Lower pressure
results in a slower flow.

The dust is drawn from the cabinet by the electrically-operated
vacuum, or "dust collector" system, and deposited in the bottom
canister of this accessory. Heavier dirt, dust or debris that may
be blasted from the part falls to the floor of the cabinet, where

it is filtered through a fine mesh screen. The re-usable
abrasive falls through this screen to the bottom, or "hopper"
section of the cabinet and is picked up by the siphon tube to
begin the process again. This dust collection method is
effective for intermittent blasting.

OPERATION

LOAD MACHINE WITH 25 TO 30 POUNDS OF ABRASIVE BLAST MEDIA.
POUR MEDIA DIRECTLY INTO CABINET THROUGH THE STEEL MESH FLOOR.

SET PRESSURE REGULATOR TO DESIRED PRESSURE BEGINNING AT 60 PSI
AND ADJUGSTING UP OR DOWN UNTIL DESIRED RESULTS ARE ACHIEVED.

MOST BLASTING IS DONE AT 80 PSI. (NOTE: THE HIGHER THE PRESSURE
TEE LiORg QUICKLY THE MEDIA WILI, BREAK DOWN. )

IF YOUrR APPLICATION SEEMS TO BE TAKING AN INORDINANT AMOUNT OF
TIME TGO COMPLETE, EVEN AT HIGH PRESSURES, IT MAY BE DESIRABLE
TO USE A MORE AGGRESSIVE BLAST MEDIA. CONSULT TRINITY TOOL CO.
FOR AN ABRASIVE RECOMMENDATION.

AFTER PLUGING DUST COLLECTOR INTO THE LAMPBOX AND THE LAMPBROX

INTO A 120 VOLT WALL OUTLET, ACTIVATE THE SYSTEM BY PLACING
THE SWITCH IN THE "ON" POSITION.

REACH INTO THE GLOVES, GRASP THE BLAST GUN AND DIRECT IT AT THE
PART TO BE BLASTED. DIFFERENT ATTACK ANGLES ARE NECESSARY AND
WILL DEPEND ON YOUR APPLICATION. EXPERIMENTATION WILL BE NEEDED
BEFORE FINDING THE OPTIMUM ANGLE FOR YOUR PARTICULAR JOB.
GENERALLY A 45° ANGLE PROVIDES EFFICIENT RESULTS.

THE DISTANCE BETWEEN THE WORKPIECE AND THE NOZZLE VARIES ACCORDING
TO YOUR APPLICATION. GENERALLY A DISTANCE OF 2" TO 4" IS BEST.

TO BEGIN BLASTING, PLACE YOUR FOOT INSIDE FOOT PEDAL AND DEPRESS
THE STEEL FLAP OVER THE VALVE. ABRASIVE FLOW WILL BEGIN ALMOST
IMMEDIATELY, BE READY BY HAVING THE GUN DIRECTED AT THE PART.
NEVER LOOK INTO THE NOZZLE AND BLAST, AS THIS WILL FOG THE WINDOW.

PASS NOZZLE OVER THE AREA TO BE CLEANED IN A WIDE SWEEPING MOTION.
DO NOT TREAT ONE SPOT FOR AN EXTENDED PERIOD OF TIME, AS THIS CAN
RESULT IN AN UNEVEN FINISH.

ONCE DESTIRED RESULT IS ACHIEVED, REMOVE YOUR FOOT FROM THE PEDAL
AND THE ABRASIVE FLOW WILL STOP IMMEDIATELY. BE SURE AND REMOVE
YOUR FOOT COMPLETELY FROM PEDAL BEFORE OPENING ANY DOORS!

BEFORE REMOVING YOUR WORKPIECE ALLOW ENOUGH TIME FOR THE BLAST
CHAMBER TO CLEAR. WHEN BLASTING IS FINISHED, TURN SWITCH OFF.

MEDIA DATA

TRIN-MIXES: Trinco's exclusive combination of
glass bead and aluminum oxide delivers fast and
efficient cutting action while maintaining close
tolerance and a fine satin finish. With three grades
to choose from, one will be the solution to your
cleaning/finishing application.

TRIN-MIX # 4: The finest of the Trin-Mixes, Trin-
Mix # 4 is ideal for removing light to medium
contamination from tools, tooling, molds and dies. It
is considered a general purpose media which can
be used in a wide range of applications from
texturing plastic injection molds to providing
appealing finishes on exposed stainless steel and
aluminum surfaces. Dimensional change of less
than .001 inch can be expected.

TRIN-MIX # 2: Somewhat more aggressive than
Trin-Mix # 4, Trin-Mix # 2 promotes faster cleaning
and a slightly rough finish. Ideal for heavier
contamination where a dimensicnal change of
minus .001 inch is acceptable.

RAD-MIX: This is the most aggressive of the Trin-
Mixes. Although developed for the radiator
rebuilding industry, it is ideal for removing tough
contamination from surfaces with a minus .001 inch
tolerance or better.

TRIN-BEADS (Glass Bead): A very popular media
used primarily for dimensionally sensitive
applications where tolerance and finish are your
main concern. It is used widely by automotive
rebuilders, die and mold makers, the plating and
aircraft-aerospace industries. Trin-Beads are
perfect for removing medium to light contamination
without causing dimensional change, over-
stressing, imbedding or pitting. Mesh sizes range
from extra coarse # 3 (20-30 mesh) to extra fine #
13 (170-325 mesh). Following are descriptions
of typical applications:

COARSE -BT #3 & 4. Good for cleaning heavier
contamination and peening for stress.

MEDIUM COARSE -BT #5,#6,&#7: Good for
engine rebuilding, mold texturing, and peening of
softer metals.

MEDIUM - BT # 8, # 9, # 10: Good for plating,
anodizing preparation, and most general
applications.

FINE - BT # 12 & # 13. Good for cleaning light
contamination and wherever a fine surface finish is
desired.

TRIN-BLAST (Aluminum__Oxide): A highly
aggressive abrasive ideal for applications where
tough contamination is encountered and stock
removal of .001 to .002 inches is acceptable. The
resulting finish is ideal for painting, plating, coating
or wherever a matte finish is desired. Grit sizes
range from # 12 (Coarse) to # 240 (Fine).

SILICON CARBIDE. This extremely aggressive
abrasive is used in many of the same applications
as aluminum oxide, where faster cleaning and/or
deeper etching is required.

WALNUT SHELLS: This soft aggregate is used in
blasting processes for removal of foreign matter or
coatings from surfaces without etching, scratching,
or marring the cleaning area.

i.ie. Cleaning delicate molds, armatures and/or
electric motors prior to rewinding.

COB GRIT: Known as soft grit blasting, this natural
cellulose grit is derived from corn cobs; used for
removing light foreign matter such as carbon, olil
and dirt without affecting surface.

STEEL SHOT: A solid round particle causing a
peening action and producing a dimpled surface. Its
heavy weight gives greater impact and hammering
action for peening and cleaning heavy forgings and
removing heat treat scale.

STEEL GRIT: An angular media, and like
thousands of tiny chisels and cutting tools, does a
fast cleaning job. Produces an ideal surface for
adherence of new coatings. Often shot and grit can
be mixed to achieve different finishes.

PLASTIC: This relatively new, dust-free media is a
special formulation of plastic material that has high
tensile, compressive and flexural strength,
combined with comparatively low hardness. Used
for deflashing plastic parts and cleaning molds,
dies, electronic connections, and circuit boards. It
can effectively deburr machined-iron castings and
non-ferrous screw machine parts.

WHY SILICA SAND IS A POOR CHOICE
FOR USE IN DRY-BLAST CABINETS!

. Potentially Hazardous - Silicon dioxide dust found in silica sand has
been linked to a respiratory disease known as silicosis.

2. Short Life Span - Breaks down to dust very rapidly, requiring
constant refills.

3. Extremely Dusty - High levels of dust generated in cabinet impairs
operator's vision, which reduces production.

4. Slow Results - Because of its short life span, it is often used in an
inefficient, powdery and dusty condition, with very slow results.

5. Reduced Filter Life - Excessive dust levels in cabinet saturate and
choke off filter bags, greatly reducing filter performance and life span.

6. Inconsistent Results - You may find an inconsistent finish on parts
due to the inadequate particle screening, inconsistent grain size, and
foreign matter found in silica sand.

7. Hose Blockage - Foreign matter and/or packed silica dust in silica

sand can cause blockage or clogging in cabinet's hose, siphon tube,
or blast gun.
